Approximately 36 molds are poured 
each day which takes about 5½ hours.

The molds are left to set up until the 
next morning when the ornaments are 
taken out of the molds and set on drying 
shelves.   

After removing the items from the 
molds, the molds and the area are 
cleaned up to prepare to start over.
