IN MEMORIAM 
You Are Missed 

On the 31st of May, 2010, Memorial 
Day, Ty Zerby passed from our earthly 
presence to his heavenly residence.   Ty 
Zerby was 71 years old.   

Born on the 4th of July, 1938, Ty 
served  his  country  for 42 years over a 
career which covered every aspect of jet 
engine maintenance and propulsion sys-
tems.  He served as Squadron Com-
mander,   Group   Commander,  and as 
Deputy Commander for logistics and 
Maintenance until he retired in 1998.  

Colonel Zerby had a reputation as a 
very strict and demanding but very fair 
commander and aided many personnel 
in his Command to survive because of his

2004. Subsequently, he also served as 
Vice-Chairman for the TAC Enterprises 
Board of Directors.
